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Armstrong World Industries has created Autodesk Revit models of their commercial ceiling products for use within the Revit 2009 platform.  
Importing Armstrong Ceilings

To use these products within your building project, simply open any ceiling product (.RVT file) within Revit 2009 where you also have your building file open.  From your building file (also should be .RVT file):

· go to File->”Transfer Project Standards...“

· Specify the Ceiling Product in the drop down that you want to transfer to your building.

· Select the “Check None” button.

· Insure that "Ceiling Types" is checked and click “OK”. 
· The ceiling is now available for use within your building project.
Rendering Armstrong Ceilings
A specific JPEG image is provided to insure that an accurate representation of your Armstrong Ceiling product will be supplied for your renderings.  To insure that it can be utilized, do the following within your project.

· Select the ceiling product that is placed within your project.

· Type “PR” or click on the properties dialog button.

· Click on the “Edit/New…” button at the top of the window.

· For the Structure parameter, click on the “Edit” button.

· Click on the material defining the structure and you will be taken to the material dialog box.

· If you click on the Render Appearance tab, you will be prompted at the bottom of the screen to provide a file location for an image file for this ceiling.  Simply locate where you saved the JPEG image provided with the ceiling product.

· Insure that the correct scale is specified for the width of a ceiling grid depending on whether you are using a 2x2 or 2x4 product.  

· You do not need any bump patterns for our products.  Specify “None” at the bottom of this dialog for bump pattern.

· Click OK until you can see the building once again and all dialog boxes are exited.

· Your ceiling is now ready to render.
